A Plan for Kalaupapa’s Future

Y
ears of planning, public input

and patient mana’o have culmi-

nated in the release of a plan that 

will guide Kalaupapa’s future. The Ka-

laupapa National Historical Park Gen-

eral Management Plan (GMP) provides 

a broad roadmap into the next 15 years 

for a place that holds so many emotion-

al, cultural and historic ties for so many.

A draft of the GMP was originally re-

leased in 2015, and after several rounds of 

public commenting, discussions with part-

ner organizations and landowners, and

revisions to the plan, it is now in the fi nal 

stages and has now been released for a 30-

day comment period. 

“What we heard a lot from the public

is, ‘Keep Kalauapapa, Kalaupapa,’” said

Erika Stein Espaniola, Superintendent of 

the Kalaupapa National Historical Park.

“So it’s really important to us that we con-

tinue to do our management and carry out

our mission that’s in respect for the people, 

the story, the way of life down there, and in 

collaboration with our partners.”

In the short term, Espaniola said, not

much will change. Once patients are no lon-

ger living in Kalaupapa, some changes will 

take place.
“We want to implement slowly and 

thoughtfully,” she said. “We recognize that 

some of these actions transition us from a 

life with a patient community to a life with-

out a patient community... so as we look to 

implement them – and we still have to do 

other plans to implement them – we want 

to be mindful of that change and we don’t 

want to cause big impacts and we think the 

right way to implement will be gradually.”

Just as patients have guided the settle-

ment’s current rules, they have had a huge

impact on the direction of the future, too. 

Espaniola said early interviews with

patients conducted in 2007 laid the founda-

tion for today’s GMP, and one of the most

important parts of the planning process 

has been incorporating the patients’ input

while they’re still with us, she said. Twelve 

patients remain, with eight living in the set-

tlement – and there were quite a few more 

involved when the planning process began. 

The youngest patient is now in his mid-70s, 

while the oldest is mid-90s, said Espaniola.  

“When we are not here, open it up

so people can come and learn,” said Elroy 

(Makia) Malo, in 2007. “People can come

and stay for a few days, so they can learn

about Kalaupapa. They will learn about

history, take pictures, and learn some of the 

stories.” 
“Don’t desecrate what happened here, 

not because of my lifetime, but because of

those who came before me,” said patient

Henry Nalaielua. “I would really like to see 

this place stay sacred... sacred in honor of

those who died here because of the disease, 

those who fought for allowances, fought for 

their clothing, fought for their medication, 

fought for their freedom.”

Espaniola said the planning process 

has been a long one – with many visions for 

the future to consider. 

  “What was clear to us was that there 

is a really wide range of ideas about the

future even among the patients… and that

sets the stage for how complex [the plan-

ning process is],” she said. “I also think the 

plan is important because, in addition to the 

patients’ mana’o, there's the manao of all 

these people, non-patients, who are really 

invested culturally, emotionally, historically 

with this place....”

Some of the bigger changes to come

in the future include removing the current 

100-person-per-day limit in the settlement,

M
olokai students showed off

their talents and projects

at Molokai LIVE’s Family

Fair last Saturday, an event that high-

lighted the after school program’s

learning opportunities. Molokai

Middle and High students, as well as

those attending Aka’ula School, were

joined by their families in games, ac-

tivities and showcasing what they’ve

been working on academically.

“It’s a celebration of all that’s

happening for all three schools with

Molokai LIVE,” said Diane Mokuau,

an educator with the program, said of

the Family Fair.

Additionally, a talent show gave

two students winners with a free trip

to Brown Bags to Stardom, a statewide

talent contest held on Oahu in April.

Keilah Kadowaki won the Middle

School prize, while Akone Manaba

took home the win for Molokai High.

Science projects and learning op-

portunities were on also display, from

a look at Molokai’s mountain forma-

tions, to the importance of a Maui

County ban on styrofoam. A group of

eighth grade students showed why

the bill that eliminates the sale of styro-

foam among food businesses, starting

on Dec. 31 of this year, will improve the

ocean’s ecosystems.

“Styrofoam isn’t good for the

environment because animals, fish

and birds eat it and it doesn’t break

down,” said MMS student Mahealani

Bright-Wilhelm. “By 2050, if we don’t

do something now, there will be more

plastic than fish in the ocean.”

Fellow eight-grader Kailani Bi-

coy added that restaurants will now

need to use decomposable materials

for take-out containers, and some busi-

nesses have already made the switch.

Molokai LIVE is funded by a five-

year grant program that’s currently in

its last year.
